Call to Order by Gina Mackey, Invocation led by Pastor Mike Willis, Pledge of Allegiance by James
Maniaci.

The meeting was called to order at 1:30 p.m.
Public Comment

Commander Pamela Walker, on behalf of American Legion Post 60, addressed the LTAB with a request to
endorse its CDBG application. The Legion is proposing a Veterans Resource Center in Laughlin for
veterans and their families.

Patricia Fisher, Laughlin resident, voiced her concerns regarding the Fort Mohave Valley Development
Funds and the best use of the money.

Mr. McClure, Bullhead City, AZ, voiced his concerns regarding the second bridge and the proposed
roadway connecting the bridge into Nevada.

Ashlyn Sainz voiced her concerns regarding a recent house fire where Bullhead City Fire was called to use
its ladder truck. Her concern was why Laughlin does not have a ladder truck.

1. Receive a report from Lt. Jeff Hewes with Metro Police regarding activity and statistics during the
past month and other area crime concerns. (For discussion only)

Lt. Jeff Hewes provided the July report.

July 2019 Statistics:

Lt. Hewes said overall, property crimes are down 10 percent and violent crimes are down 66 percent
from this time last year, which encompasses everything from people getting into fights to shootings
and stabbings.

2. Receive areport from Nevada Highway Patrol regarding activity and statistics during the last month
and other public safety concerns. (For discussion only)

No report

3. Receive areport from Clark County Fire Department regarding calls for service during the past month
and other fire prevention issues. (For discussion only)

Battalion Chief Thomas Touchstone provided the 2019 July report.

Station 85 ran 100 calls, 78 of those were medical.
Station 76 ran 209 calls, 71 of those were medical.
Total calls for Laughlin in July2019 were 3009.

James Maniaci inquired about the recent house fire.

Battalion Chief Touchstone said it was a single family fire and the call came in at approximately 5:30
p.m. Both engines 85 and 76 were on the call. Heavy smoke was reported with fire in the attic
making it an attic fire situation, which makes the fire more complex. It’s customary and mandatory
to rely on mutual aid from Bullhead City and that Laughlin and Bullhead City assist each other when
needed. Bullhead City responded within 15 minutes with an engine and a truck.

Kathleen Whitehead asked why Laughlin does not have a ladder truck. Chief Touchstone turned the
guestion over to Clark County Fire Chief Greg Cassell. Chief Cassell said before the recession there
was a ladder truck in Laughlin but through a series of cutbacks, the ladder truck was one of the
casualties. He said it is very common for jurisdictions to share resources and the need for a ladder
truck in Laughlin is very rare as there are not many fires where a ladder truck would be required.

Mr. Maniaci asked how much a ladder truck would cost. Chief Cassell said about $1.4 million
without equipment.

Nile Smith asked about how many men are assigned to Laughlin and Chief Cassell responded there
are 10 per shift. He also asked how many were women and Chief Cassell said zero. He inquired how
many firemen lived in Bullhead City and Chief Cassell said he can’t answer that. Mr. Smith asked
about the 1SO score (ISO Fire Department Ratings. The system I1SO uses to determine the rating of a
fire department is called the Fire Suppression Rating Schedule -- a scale of 1 to 10, with 1 being the
best score.) He went on to say that being two hours out would not give Laughlin a good rating. Chief
Cassell said the reason they would not get a good rating is because we are a minimally staffed fire
department. Mr. Smith said if there is a problem, “we need to address it to help you out because we
can’t have the Fire Department fail. It needs to be successful every time.”

Chief Touchstone said he wanted to make a couple of points. He said it was mentioned earlier about
the fire potentially extending to other homes, “and it was a windy day and we did keep it from
extending to other homes, so I don’t necessarily consider this a failure. If we have a fire that extends
into the attic space, we have a risk management protocol to risk a lot-save a lot, risk a little-save a
little. When we arrived on scene the occupant was outside stating there was no one inside. We were
making the decision to protect the house whether or not there was savable property, and it already
had fully involved attic space and a decision was made to not access the interior although we tried
but it was too hot and a couple fire fighters were burnt.” Chief Touchstone said they did a pretty
good job in keeping it from extending to adjacent homes.

Mr. Smith said he was not implying this was a failure but “we can’t have you fail. We need you to
have everything you need to be successful. Whatever you need, it’s up to us to make sure you got it.”

Chair Mackey thanked the Fire Department for their service.
Mark Robledo inquired about the initial cause of the fire. There has been no determination yet.

Receive areport from Greg Turner with Clark County Water Reclamation District regarding the status
of the wastewater system. (For discussion only)

Report provided by Greg Turner.

Laughlin Water Reclamation Facility (LWRF) had an average of 2.45 million gallons per day
producing clean water returned to the Colorado River. Flow decreased 20,000 gallons per day from
this time last year.

Chaunsey said he will
be “passing the torch” to him and said it has been great working with the town board and the Town
Manager’s Office and staff.

Will Douglas spoke about the summer camp and the nine kids from Laughlin who went to camp this
year. He said next month he will have a couple of the kids at the next meeting to talk about their
experience at camp which was a huge success.

Mr. Douglas said he wants to get more adult programing into Laughlin which will include a parenting
and grandparenting class with more information to be provided in September. Next Saturday is the
second gardening seminar to be held at the Library. The seminar will be specifically gardening for
fall vegetables. There is a lot coming up with Nevada Cooperative Extension which will be shared at
a later date. A PowerPoint presentation will also be presented in September and will include pictures
of camp.

Receive a report from Jackie Mazzeo with Laughlin Chamber of Commerce regarding current and
upcoming business activities in Laughlin.

Jackie Mazzeo passed out water bottle containers to the LTAB and staff. She thanked Clark County
Vector Control for its work helping to control the caddisfly with Bullhead City.

Receive a report from Laughlin school system regarding the status of programs and upcoming
activities. (For discussion only)

Dawn Estes, K-12 principal, said they are on their second day of school and the new school year
kicked off very well.

“We are still struggling to know what our leadership team will look like though. Making cuts in the
schools impacts lives. It’s hard to prepare today’s youth for an uncertain future,” she said.

Ms. Estes said she was proud to open up with 348 middle school and high school students, and is
proud she lives in this community where so many people step up and support the schools. “We are
off to a great start but will also face many challenges.”

James Manaici asked if the 348 students were 6™ — 12" and Ms. Estes replied yes. He also asked how
many students from K through 5™ and the answer was 325. She said during the first 10 days of school,
there is a steady increase of students. Some parents have not adjusted yet from the school calendar
change two years ago. California schools do not start until after Labor Day.

Receive a report from Tanya Brown-Wirth with Laughlin Library regarding current and upcoming
activities. (For discussion only)

Tanya Brown-Wirth provided information on upcoming classes and information on quiet rooms for
people who need to study or need a quiet place which includes power and Wi-Fi. The rooms cannot
be reserved, but call ahead for availability. These rooms are for private individuals only and not for
businesses. However, businesses are encouraged to rent the meeting rooms.

Chair Mackey asked about the charging lockers, Ms. Wirth said it’s going well.

At this 3:00 p.m. Chair Mackey called a short recess and will reconvene in 10 minutes.

Receive a report from Laughlin Economic Development Corporation (LEDC) in response to town
board request for additional information for Southlands water and sewer utility development needs
and related questions by Big Bend Water District and Clark County Water Reclamation District,
including logistics on appraisals for 4,250-acre solar field, the commercial-industrial property
bisected by Needles Highway, and the balance of the 9,000 acres in Southlands held in trust for
Laughlin. (For discussion only)

Martin Knauss, representing the LEDC, said he wanted to thank LEDC members and specifically Mr.
Jim Shaw for all their efforts that have positively affected the future of Laughlin. The LEDC has led
efforts over the past 12 months with the current SIDs. Mr. Knauss said 17 legislative bills were
reviewed, discussed, and commented on by the LEDC.
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LEDC members participated in preliminary discussions on the new park at the lagoon, with site visits
from park design firms in obtaining a proposal for a visioning document to be used for the future
design. The future of that is now in the hands of the County, he said.

The Southlands solar site leasing area is also in the hands of County staff. The County stated they
would send the lease out to bid by the end of the year. He said this will have a significant impact on
the future of the Fort Mohave Valley Development Fund balance.

Mr. Knauss said he would like to yield to Mr. Robert Bilbray who will provide an update on the
sewer/water infrastructure.

Mr. Bilbray said at last month’s TAB meeting, members requested that the LEDC respond to inquiries
from both the Clark County Water District and Water Reclamation District to give them additional
information regarding the sewer and water updates to help plan the design of the wet utilities within
the 9,000 acres.

“There are meetings planned and we will ask for project designs, phasing, and funding,” he said.

Mr. Bilbray provided a hand out with maps and additional information. Copies can be obtained at
the Town Manager’s Office.

13. Announcements of upcoming neighborhood meetings and County or community meetings and events.

(For discussion only)

Kathleen Whitehead announced that American Legion Post 60 will be having a steak dinner to benefit
“Shop with a Cop” to be held Monday, September 2", On September 4", the American Cancer
Society Relay for Life is having a kick off at Harrah’s from 5:30-8:00 p.m.

Dr. Brian Paulson announced new Clark County building inspector, Gregory Gordon, was now
working in Laughlin.

VI. Planning & Zoning:

1.

CP-19-900180: That the Laughlin Town Advisory Board consider proposed changes to the
Transportation Element of the Clark County Comprehensive Master Plan, and after conducting a
public hearing, take appropriate action. Forwarded To The 07/17/19 BCC Meeting.

This item was held until the August 7" BCC Zoning Commission meeting. No further action at
the time of this posting.

VII. General Business:

1.

Receive a report and recommend to the Board of County Commissioners to approve and authorize
the expenditure of $60,000 from the Fort Mohave Valley Development Fund for appraisal services
in connection with a potential Casino Drive Special Improvement District. (For possible action )

Chief Financial Officer Jessica Colvin explained the background and the process required for the
appraisal being requested by the TAB for the sewer and water. Today’s request is to recommend
$60,000 to pay for the required appraisals. Yesterday, Clark County sent out a survey to each
property owner to find out if they would be in favor. “We asked for the surveys should be returned
to the County by August 21%t. With approval this contract will move forward August 20" on the
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BCC agenda; however, we will move forward first with the roadway improvements and wait on the
sewer and water improvements until we have a better indication on whether the home owners are in
favor,” she said.

In the meantime, Ms. Colvin asked if the TAB remained in favor of using the $60,000, then the
County can go ahead with drafting of the scope.

Chair Mackey opened the public hearing and asked if anyone would like to speak. No one spoke, so
Chair Mackey closed the public hearing and opened the discussion to the board.

James Maniaci inquired about the three challenges regarding the SID. Ms. Colvin said the first is
the concentration risk and the second is under statute, meaning if more than 51 percent of the
property owners of the assessment oppose the SID, the BCC cannot move forward. And lastly, the
County is looking at the taxable values compared to the cost of the project, she said.

Kathleen Whitehead inquired about clarification of the 51 percent of the assessment. Ms. Colvin
said it’s not 51 percent of the property owners, but rather 51 percent of the assessed property, which
is based on total acreage and not frontage property.

Nile Smith said over 51 percent of the property owners were in favor of moving forward with the
SID, but was concerned about the County red tape to move forward.

2. Discuss and recommend possible Community Development Block Grant project in Laughlin. (For
possible action)

Dr. Brian Paulson read information regarding the nature of the federal Community Development
Block Grant (CDBG) program and what project(s) would be eligible for a grant application for
Laughlin.

No comments from the public.

Kathleen Whitehead said although she is in favor of the proposed senior center, she also supports an
indoor fitness center and gym.

James Maniaci voiced support for a new senior center.

Richard deClercq, Parks and Recreation supervisor, commented that any new construction would
be supported. In 2017, Parks & Recreation submitted a request for an expansion to the existing
facility at Spirit Mountain, which would include a gym/fitness room with offices and storage. This
request was ineligible under CDBG, however. His department is looking into other options
including a new senior center. The challenge is the space and how to fit a new senior center into a
10,000 sg. ft. parcel adjacent to the aquatic center, which is fairly small for everything that would
be needed and wanted.

Ms. Whitehead listed what seniors would like to have at the center and a discussion ensued on the
amount of space would be available for a new senior center verses the current center.

Mr. Maniaci moved that they support a Parks & Recreation application for a new senior center at
the swimming pool site with the stipulation that seniors be able to provide input to the Parks &
Recreation program supervisor. Nile Smith seconded the motion. Motion passed 4-0.
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3. Discuss and take public input regarding suggestions for Fiscal Year-2020 capital budget requests. (For
possible action)

Chair Mackey opened for public comment. No public comments were heard.

Dr. Brian Paulson corrected the year, to be for FY 2021, not 2020. He also said we have not done
this in the past so this is an opportunity for the public to also provide input. In September, he said
the list will be finalized.

Kathleen Whitehead asked for more clarification. Dr. Paulson said this is an opportunity for the
board to make capital improvement requests of over $5,000 and listed capital improvements that
have been requested by the Town Manager’s Office in past years, a list he said he provided and e-
mailed to TAB members earlier.

Chair Mackey said she would like to prioritize the list and asked James Maniaci to make a graph of
the priorities.

Mr. Maniaci read the list to the public that was provided to them from Dr. Paulson per Ms.
Whitehead’s inquiry.

Mr. Smith voiced his concern for public safety and asked for crosswalks and street lights to be
added to the list. He included a request for a cemetery since, according to Mr. Smith, there is not a
cemetery in the Laughlin area.

Dr. Paulson suggested keeping the list to a top 10 which can be prioritized at the September TAB
meeting.

Richard deClercq said Parks & Recreation currently has several capital improvement projects that
have been requested, which include the repaving of the parking lot, an LED marquee sign, a volleyball
court conversion, and two new splash pads.

VIII. Public Comment:

Mr. Bruce Henry, Laughlin resident, spoke about the generating station land and his concern about
the land being sold. He asked for an update at a future meeting.

REVENUES

Revenues in Fund 2340 are for two land leases of Clark County vacant real property. Parcel “A” was leased for an
appraised amount of $560,000, Parcel “B” was leased for an appraised amount of $370,650. Each lease escalates by
%3 a year for a period of 20 years. The lease options have not been executed thus the revenues have stopped.

Revenues in Fund 4340 will show as a budget transfer from Fund 2340.

EXPENDITURES

Expenditures in Fund 2340 will show as a transfer to Fund 4340. A transfer of $1,700,000 was made to F4340 for the
Laughlin Lagoon project.

Expenditures in F4340 are for the Laughlin Bullhead Bridge project PW.B840221 and the Laughlin Lagoon project
PW.B840221. The Bridge is budgeted for $5,225,000, and the Lagoon for $1,700,000.

CASH BALANCE

Cash Balance in Fund 4340 should be reduced by the Expenditures during a quarter as the two projects PW.B840221
and PW.SID162 continue.
