Sometimes, traders will also leave little gifts and trinkets, like art 
supplies, figurines and pencils, for visitors to take in addition to their 
traded rock. The goal is to spread kindness through the community, 
promote exploration and outdoor activities, and provide a creative 
outlet for all ages. Adults can paint at the Oasis every Sunday at 2pm.  
The group will host kids events in the near future. Be on the look-out 
for new door locations and themes.

There are unique experiences that come from living in every small town.  In Indian 
Springs, which is located across the US95 highway from Creech Air Force Base, one of 
those unique experiences is hearing the National Anthem every weekday afternoon.  
“Retreat” is performed at 4:30 pm and consists of a bugle call followed by the playing of 
the Star Spangled Banner.  Retreat has been used since the Revolutionary War when it 
was an indication to soldiers to retire to their quarters for the day.  Today, retreat signals 
the end of the official duty day and serves as an opportunity to pay respect to the flag 
and those who serve it. 
 
At Creech, retreat is played over a giant voice system so that it can be heard throughout 
the base.  Being in such close proximity, the residents of Indian Springs hear it as well.   
Early last month, Indian Springs resident Jessie Fannin caught a special moment when 
she looked over and saw her 3 year old daughter Maisy, bowing her head and covering 
her heart as she listened to the National Anthem.

A local Girl Scout, Anna Dorn, has planned a volunteer barbed wire 
cleanup event near Goodsprings for Saturday, April 7 for her Senior Girl 
Scout Gold Award Project.  For those unfamiliar with the Gold Award, it is 
the highest achievement in Girl Scouts, similar to the Eagle Scout Rank in 
Boy Scouts.  To earn the Gold Award, the scout must identify a 
community issue that she cares about and plan a project to help solve 
that issue. More than 200 wild horses and burros live near Goodsprings 
and are at risk for entanglement and injury from barbed wire that litters 
the area.  Anna has been coordinating with the BLM, the Bristlecone 
Chapter of the Back Country Horsemen, and Friends of Nevada 
Wilderness for several months on this project.  She is inviting the 
community to come support her project and help to make the area safer 
for the wild horses and burros.

The annual program, administered by the U.S. Fish 
and Wildlife Service (Service), provides resources to 
educators to help students in grades K–12 learn 
about the outdoor world and their connection to 
waterfowl, wetlands and habitat conservation.
